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After the problems encountered by Alitalia,  the company resulting 
from the  amalgamation of Alitalia and Air One now operate under 
its old name. In addition, in spite of the abandonment of  
negotiations almost 9 months ago, because of an amalgamation 
with Air France-KLM, the Franco-Dutch group now hold 25% of the  
company. Since 13 January, the airline will be serving 70  
destinations in future: 23 of them are internal Italian airports, and the  
remainder are divided between  international and intercontinental                 
destinations.  
Alitalia will operate a total of 2336 flights. London City, Alghero and 
Pescara will be the new destinations of this network.
